Driving along the A541 between Mold and Denbigh in rural North Wales, we came across the Afonwen Craft and Antiques Centre near to the village of Caerwys. Guided to the Centre by good signage, we made our way to the ample but (at this date) very slippery car park and then entered the building.

As may be seen from the picture above, the Centre itself is extensive, with many areas of antiques and gifts to look at as well as the Edenshine café/restaurant, situated on the ground floor. This is the sort of place where one may spend much time in examining the goods on offer, but we were in need of a ‘coffee transfusion’ after our snowy journey and so headed first to the Edenshine area.

The restaurant is in quite a large room, well decorated, comfortable and when we arrived already quite full of happy customers. Selecting a table we were soon able to make our choices from a quite extensive menu – though sadly we had arrived in the ‘gap’ time between the implementation of the breakfast and the lunch menus.

There was still quite a good range of food on offer and once the obliging staff had brought us drinks there was only a short wait until our food arrived. Given the time of day our choices were rather conservative, but it was evident that our meals had been individually prepared and they proved to be both tasty and filling. The cost of the food was very reasonable, so we were well satisfied and vowed to call in again when in the area.
