About 6mls to the south of Builth Wells, just off the A470 and in a very scenic position on the banks of the River Wye, look out for the Erwood craft centre sign….and make a point of calling in.

Only a short distance from the main road you will be able to park next to the old railway station – now a craft centre exhibiting the work of over 80 local craftspeople.

As we moved to enter the old station buildings we passed a small steam loco preserved on-site and found also an old dining car, now converted for use as an exhibition space and a café……all charming and well cared for.

Greeted by helpful staff we soon wandered among the displays of artwork, jewellery, ceramics etc and then sought out some coffee.
This was soon provided (at low cost) so we sat in the old dining car - outside tables were also available – and marvelled at the craftsmanship on offer. The staff were very helpful in explaining the work on display, some of which was their own.

In short this was a delightful stop at an exceptional place which you should not miss when in the area. There are also a selection of scenic riverside walks and other facilities for the discerning visitor.
