Farfield Mill, Garsdale Rd, Sedbergh, Cumbria

Situated on the A684 Garsdale/Hawes road just one mile to the east of Sedbergh, Farfield Mill is easy to find….and well worth the trouble of finding.

Follow the signs from the main road through the grounds to ample parking area and you find a working (restored) woollen mill, complete with exhibition areas, a craft centre and a pleasant café. 

On the day of our visit things were just  starting up for the day and so we were able to get a look around the extensive and interesting exhibition area, chat to the skilled artists who made the jewellery on display and generally get a taste of the place….and very good it was too.

The Mill itself is set out on four floors – and although there is no entry charge for the café you will have to pay modest admission fees to see the whole place at work – value for money indeed.
We enjoyed a brief stay in the café area and having looked around moved on, as time was pressing and we needed to be elsewhere….but we can certainly recommend that this is somewhere you should not miss.

Then, after your visit, you can do as we did and enjoy the scenery in this special part of England – but take care on some of the narrow and winding roads…and select a fine day to see the area at its best.
