Serendipity is a wonderful thing, for here we had found another quality restaurant. Greeted by friendly staff, there was a modern and Italianate feeling about the interior of the building….and so it turned out to be. It seems that the original inn had been taken over some years ago by an Italian chef and the Fusion referred to in the name was the mix of British and Italian food on offer.

Soon seated with drinks in the main restaurant area, we had time to look at the modern décor whilst selecting from an interesting menu.

Our choices quickly made so it wasn’t long before our food arrived and it was well prepared and presented and with lots of local ingredients – to be expected in this predominantly farming area. The food itself was clearly of a high standard and with distinctive flavours blending into a satisfying whole… so it did not take us long to devour it! 
When it came time to pay the bill we found that it was smaller than we had expected given the quality of the food we had consumed, and so we thought we had obtained very good value for money.
