Glasfryn Pottery, the Smithy, Glasfryn, Cerrigydrudion, North Wales.
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Highly Recommended.   

This is a very special place and one which is easy to pass by – BUT DON’T – this is a place you will want to see.
Situated on the A5 main road between Cerrygydrudion and Pentrefoelas, the large signpost proclaiming the Pottery is easy to simply drive past – as, sadly, we have done in the past.

Instead, follow the sign and park in the small car park near to what was once the Smithy and is now – but maybe not for long – the Pottery itself.

As we entered this area it became obvious at once that this was a special place, special because of the work it contained and special because of the potter, John Heath. John is an elderly man and a friendly one, so our talk with him was fascinating, as was the insight he gave us into his work. He also informed us that he was retiring soon – if artists like this ever really retire – hence the need to visit soon.
As we looked around the workshop and at the items on display we became more and more interested, as each was an individual piece…and some were very special. A fairytale/folktale castle of some size was an example of this (in fact there were two of them) and we knew that here was quality indeed…though the price was high to match it.

After spending quite some time chatting, we purchased a few minor items (see picture above) and reluctantly went on our way…but vowing to make a special trip and return to the area as soon as we could.

Some places are too good to miss (as are some people, as in this case), so take the time and trouble and visit as soon as you can.
