 This interesting pub/restaurant is rather off the beaten track and not always easy to discover – details of why not in a moment – but it is certainly worth seeking out and definitely a real find. In its present form the inn has been in business for less than two years and so is still building up its customer base…but those in the know will certainly return and recommend others.
Originally a Drovers Inn dating back to the 13th Century it is situated not far from the main A483, with best access signed from the B5445 near the Grosvenor Garden Centre via the village of Lavister, only a few miles from both Wrexham and Chester. Only just over the boundary and thus in Wales, a local council ruling means that the signage for this inn has been greatly restricted, with only one direction sign from the original six provided by the management now left in place, others having been removed. Whether this ruling is just or not it certainly makes finding the pub more difficult – but do persevere as a treat awaits the determined traveller. Drive down LLyndir Lane past the hotel, then turn right and continue on along the minor road to the inn.
The inn itself is very interesting and its historic building has been tastefully and thoroughly refurbished in keeping with its character whilst retaining all period features of note, from beamed ceilings to open fires etc, so clearly a lot of time, money and effort has gone into the making of this hidden gem.
Parking is straightforward in the large designated car park opposite and when we entered the building (minding our heads on the low beams) we found a comfortable lounge, good dining areas (including an alfresco area and gardens) and a very warm welcome.

Soon seated and provided with drinks we were able to select from a varied and interesting menu which included a section of special offers which was very good value for money indeed. We selected items from the main menu however and sat back to enjoy the surroundings as the food was individually prepared. It was here that our one caveat about the place surfaced, as in general service was rather slow – albeit that we had arrived at an off-peak time mid-week.
This minor quibble aside all went very well indeed, for the meals proved to be large in portion, very tasty indeed and of a high quality in all respects –so much so that we shall have to return to test the range of desserts on offer.
 Prices too were very reasonable and we certainly felt that we had obtained value for money and had spent a very pleasing lunchtime. 
This is a place which you really must not miss – seek it out and you will be as charmed as we were and you too will wonder how you managed to pass by before – and perhaps would wish as we would, to petition the local council to be more flexible for the good of foodies everywhere and return that missing signage.
