 Great Eccleston Fish Bar and Restaurant, nr Blackpool, Lancashire.
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Situated in the main square of the village this is a place that has won all sorts of awards, and deservedly so. One friend of mine visited this establishment recently and while waiting for his fish to be freshly cooked (as they all are, to your order) overheard a conversation between the proprietor and one of his staff. The person was asking if the fish bar was being entered in the usual ‘best of’ contests…..the owner said not, that he had more than enough customers as it was…..and my friend, looking at the queue, agreed.

To reach this special restaurant I travelled from the A6 and moved along the A586, signposted first for St Michael’s on Wyre and then Blackpool. The village centre is just off a new by-pass road, and once there the fish bar is very central and easy to find.
The shop itself is impressive, being very well appointed and with the meals being served either as a take-away or in the restaurant next door at very similar prices. Not the usual thing at all, for they have daily specials of newly caught fish, on my visit Cod and Lemon Sole, as well as the usual range of choices.

These were the best fish and chips I’ve tasted anywhere, and my friend, who is a fish and chips fanatic and has had his favourite repast in all regions of the UK, agrees.

If you are anywhere near the area call in; If you are not then make a detour or a special journey….and yes, it really is that good.

Be aware that you will very likely have to wait a while, and that sometimes the queue is quite extensive, but it will be well worth your wait.

There are some places that just stand head and shoulders above the rest: – this is one, so visit it if you can!
