Finding this establishment was quite straightforward as it is signposted from the main A38 road through the region…and then we drove along a narrow private road (complete with speed bumps) through some of its forty acres of countryside to reach the hotel itself. Once reached, parking is easy (though some cars have to be parked on an incline) and access to the old country house is not difficult.

Greeted by friendly staff, we sat comfortably for a little while in the bar/lounge area in front of a good log fire while perusing the menu and looking about the room. The dining room itself, just off the bar area, is stone flagged, low beamed and certainly a feature, though we later wished that some of its chairs had been a little softer.

Having made our choice of table we were soon brought our food, which turned out to be well made, well presented and full of local produce from this predominantly farming area. Helpings were generous and prices reasonable, so we were able to take our time and savour the experience. Moving on to another small lounge nearby allowed us to have our coffee away from the other diners (this was a popular restaurant) and allowed us to sink into the sofas there…almost needing a crane to get us out again.
Overall the occasions when we ate at this establishment (a snack evening meal and a more formal dinner) were very positive and so we would recommend that you do visit. We were left with the feeling that the place was still rather in need of a little tender loving care, however and we hope this will be forthcoming in the future.
