Guemy.

Some places you visit because they have a particular reputation or evident importance – but some places you visit through serendipity…a happy accident. Thus it was with the area near Guemy, itself but a hamlet inland from Tournehem-sur-Hem.
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Above Guemy, a small
hamlet near
Tournehem-sur-la-Hem,
is a hill where it is
reputed that King
Arthur, Julius Caesar
and others rested and
surveyed the scene.

The ruins of the Chapel of
St Louis, founded in the
thirteenth century,
command a magnificent
view of the area.

All of the region of the
Pas de Calais stretches
out before the spectator,
forming a telling view of
the coastal plain and its
towns and industries as
well as the countryside.





Having driven through the pretty rural countryside and through the hamlet itself – really without noticing much about it – we started to climb the only real hill in the area.

On reaching the top we were rewarded with magnificent views of the coastal plain and also of the more undulating lands inland….and as the notice in the picture shows, we certainly were not the first to appreciate the panorama below us.

Few areas nearby could boast of better (legendary) connections or of a better (actual) view – so we admired for a while and then went on our way, richer for the experience.
