Oxton Village is a small and pretty village which has now been swallowed up by surrounding urban development on the Wirral – but a place which still has narrow streets, character….and at least one very good restaurant.

Local knowledge is important here, both in knowing of the place in the first instance and in finding somewhere to park nearby, as on-street parking is certainly limited. This achieved however, we were able to take advantage of the information supplied by our source and thus obtain a very good meal at very reasonable cost.

As may be seen from the picture, the restaurant frontage is rather small and shop-like, but inside it is comfortably furnished and there is an upstairs dining area which commands some interesting views. Greeted by friendly and helpful staff, we were soon seated at our table and supplied with drinks of our choice and an interesting menu.

After a short wait (it was a busy evening and our food was individually prepared) our meals arrived and proved to be delicious, so our thanks go to the chef and their brigade…who clearly know their business. Throughout our stay service was good, especially as a small number of staff had to deal with some large parties of guests, but we were made to feel welcome and well looked after, so our thanks to these staff also.

Having consumed a good meal we came to pay the bill and found it to be very reasonable indeed for the quality of food on offer, so there is little doubt that we shall return in due course.
Even given some potential difficulties with car parking we would urge you to visit as we did and to try another ‘hidden gem’ of a place…a good restaurant within an interesting village within an urban area – it has to be worth spending some time there.
