Driving from Thirsk towards Pickering and Scarborough on the main A170 we had just ascended the impressively steep slopes of Sutton Bank when we came upon the Hambleton Inn, situated at the roadside and looking quite inviting.

Parking was simple at the side of the inn near to a children’s play area and a small alfresco dining area. Making our way to the front of the building we entered the traditional interior of the inn, cool on a quite warm day.

Having obtained our drinks at the bar we made our way through to the rear of the building and to a small, beamed dining area. Making our choices from a typical ‘pub grub’ menu we had only a short wait until our meals arrived….and with them a minor problem. One meal was correctly prepared but the other was not properly cooked and had to be sent back…more than once….for correction. 
The staff were most apologetic and things were rapidly put right…but our view was that they should not have gone wrong to begin with – hence the Provisional recommendation.

It is our contention that in any establishment errors may occur and therefore we have included this inn within our lists…..but we shall need to call in again more than once to be sure that this was an isolated incident.

It is for this reason that at present we include the inn within the ‘on the road’ section rather than with the main restaurant reviews - so we would welcome details of your experiences here to supplement our own.

In the meantime we think that it is somewhere you may wish to visit – but try an uncomplicated meal first to see what you think before making a more demanding order.
