Walking down the main road on the Maritime way through Torre Del Mar it isn’t long before you notice the large number of cafes, restaurant/bar areas….and a number of interesting ice-cream restaurants too. The one which was recommended to us by some local people who knew them all was the Neptuno…and we certainly found that it was a very good choice.

In this part of Spain, even early in the year, the temperatures can be quite high and then one needs to relax in the shade with a suitably cooling drink or an ice-cream. The Neptuno is just such a place for this, with large awnings covering an alfresco area at the front and a cool interior which displays many different flavours of ice-creams and dessert offerings as well as the ubiquitous coffee.

Selecting the flavours was a challenge – so much so that we returned a few times to try a range of them – but all proved to be delicious and good value for money. 

The staff were helpful and friendly, seemingly well versed in putting up with visitors with little Spanish and treated us just like the large number of regular local customers. There was no hurry as we consumed our ice-creams and lingered in the shade with only the visiting sparrows (looking for titbits, as usual) fluttering into the alfresco area.
After a very satisfying and tasty snack we moved on about our business, but it is significant that we did call again…and we certainly recommend that if in the area you do the same.
