Situated just off the main A75 route along Scotland’s Solway Coast, Hetland Hall, set in 18acres of its own grounds, looks a grand Country House hotel. We called recently for a Sunday lunch and were surprised to find none available – due to a temporary staffing difficulty, we believe, and had to settle for sandwiches instead, hence the provisional status given.

The place itself is certainly as one would expect, with large, comfortable lounges and bars and with a very pleasant-looking dining room which on this occasion we were unable to use. The staff were helpful if a little elusive on times and until other guests started arriving we were remembering tales of the Marie Celeste….

Our sandwiches were good (without being too special) and our impressions were favourable overall, but we would have to call again when a full service was available in order to really assess the place.
For now we would say that it is certainly worth calling at – but perhaps checking first about lunch availability might be advised.
