Driving over the majestic moorland on the A65 main road between Ingleton and Kirkby Lonsdale it is easy to miss Hipping Hall, hidden as it is behind a screen of trees – but don’t do so, stop and call in.

The main road is busy and care needs to be taken when making such a call, but you will find it well worth the effort in every way, as we did recently when making a stop for coffee.

After a day spent touring the area we felt in need of a mid-afternoon snack and so decided on impulse to call here. Parking is easy within the carefully maintained grounds and it wasn’t long before we made our way to the reception area.
Here we found that afternoon tea really had to be booked in advance, but the helpful and friendly staff went out of their way to get us some coffee and cake, seating us in one of their comfortable lounge areas and making us feel at home. Quality shows itself in many ways – and this was but one of them. We had a little time to look around at the Hall interiors (it was too wet a day to venture far outside) and we were struck by the quiet elegance of the place and the care which had clearly been taken to make guests welcome. 
It was only later, when looking for more information on-line that we found just how lucky we had been as the Hall is very highly rated and has won many accolades for its comfort and for the quality of its food and service. It was even featured in a TV series called ‘The Trip’ where Steve Coogan and Rob Brydon toured the region enjoying the food and hospitality of noted places whilst making the programme…a job we would have taken on ourselves, had we been asked to do so. Needless to say they enjoyed themselves at the Hall…but then so would any discerning guest.

Our ‘coffee break’ was very inexpensive and very good value, but be prepared to realise that quality like this comes at a cost and that evening meals of distinction are not likely to be cheap, albeit (we are sure) very good value for money.
We certainly recommend that you visit Hipping Hall (as we will again in the future) but would suggest that an advance booking would be needed, especially at peak times.
