Situated near to junction 3 of the M65 outside both Chorley and Blackburn, the advantageous location of this Inn means that it is generally busy. One of the ‘chain’ of Marston’s Inns and Taverns, the Hoghton Arms is typical of many in that group, providing good food at reasonable prices in comfortable surroundings.

Parking is easy in the large car park – necessary because most customers arrive this way – and then entry into the pub is straightforward, with a bar area and several smaller dining areas which include a conservatory and children’s garden area.

The menu is standardised, as one might expect, the food being of a good quality for the prices paid. Making our selection from this menu we had only a short wait before our meal arrived, brought by helpful staff.

This is the sort of place which does things well but which is not in any way outstanding – the sort of place where one might break a journey on the nearby motorway or bring children for an early evening meal - and it does these things well. 

We were well satisfied with the fare provided (though the noise levels in the pub were rather high) and would call again, but there are several places nearby which we would use for a more formal meal or a special occasion.
