Driving back through Cheshire along the A534, towards the main A483/55 route we realised just how hungry we were quite late in the evening…and were lucky indeed to find the Holt Lodge Hotel.

Parking was easy in the large hotel car park and although it was nearly dusk we noticed much activity in the hotel grounds. 

There were still wedding celebrations going on in their Function room, but we were met with friendly helpfulness and shown into the conservatory restaurant….indeed, we were their last customers by some margin, though no mention was made of this.

Nonetheless we were told that a full menu was available to us and we made our choices from a quite good menu in due course – trying to be as little trouble as possible. Before long our meals arrived and were of good ‘pub grub’ quality….and, like the service throughout, were a commendable recommendation for all the staff at the hotel.

Arriving unannounced is often a good way to find out about an eating place, but here we had strained hospitality to the extreme and so we appreciated even more the efforts of the chef and the other staff who worked around us, cheerfully setting things out for the morning breakfasts whilst caring for our needs.
After such a situation being resolved in our favour we are certainly going to recommend that you visit this hotel – but would ask that you do so at a more normal time than we managed.
This is clearly a good place – go there and see for yourselves.
