Just outside of Clitheroe is the village of Chatburn, reachable through the town or from the A59 Preston to Skipton road. It’s a place well worth finding for a number of reasons. First, there’s the shop itself, known locally as the Toll Bar for reasons that will become obvious. It sells most of the things you would expect in a small store/sweet shop, but if you ask for fresh sandwiches you get them made for you from truly fresh produce, put together as you wait – delicious, and far better than the usual mass-produced examples.

Then there are their home made ice-cream, delicious flavours with an individual taste – you won’t be satisfied with any of the other kinds after these. Another string to the bow is the range of sweets on offer, not extensive but high quality – again, not like your average supermarket.

It is no surprise, then, to find that people will travel out of the larger town to call here, nor that passing travellers have added this shop to their list of worthwhile stopping-off places. You might get your lunch in a restaurant, but you get your ice-cream from Hudson’s on your way home.

The final factors are the family that make and run it all. You are served promptly; with courtesy and charm (do they have that in supermarkets these days? Not often.) without losing the ‘family feeling’ of the whole enterprise.  

This is the way shopping should be- get it while you can.
