This is a very good place to eat, both in summer and at every other time of year. The name comes partly from the indoor facilities (first rate) and the garden dining area outside, entrancing on a summer’s evening.

The chef, Mark Wilkinson, using mainly local produce, has managed to conjure up a range of food to appeal to every taste and at affordable prices. The menu is mainly classic British and Continental, and lunches seem to be a particular bargain. The staff are helpful and efficient, adding to the overall tone of genteel dining out.
The three course menu is satisfying without being overindulgent and will lead to you come back for more.
