Situated in the countryside and with sandstone built appearance to match, the Irby Mill is a small, cosy pub which serves good food.
When we visited it was at quite a busy time, so we were lucky to be able to get a table in the relatively small dining area.

The menu was typical and of the ‘pub grub’ type, but still with interesting variations to suit most tastes. Service was good (given the busy time) and before long we were consuming our meals, which were large in portion and good value for money.

Because of the cosy nature of the pub the noise level was quite high, but this was only to be expected under such conditions, the noise being of conversation and not the loud music or machine noises of other establishments.

Certainly we enjoyed our meals at the Irby Mill and would call again – we can recommend it as somewhere serving unpretentious food at reasonable prices – but it has its limitations, as do many places of this type.
