There are not too many very good restaurants on the Wirral, but Julians in Hoylake is certainly one of them. Finding the place is easy as it is on the main A553 road, though parking could be a minor difficulty as it is on-street only.

Having safely negotiated both the parking and the busy main road we made our way to the restaurant itself, and entered what looked like a shop frontage to the cosy and comfortable room inside.

Julians has been open for some time and has gained a justified place in the local foodie hierarchy of the region, so we were not at all surprised to be greeted by friendly and efficient staff who made sure we were well looked after. Given our drinks and an interesting menu we chose to go with one of the special deals available at very reasonable price – and we certainly weren’t disappointed in either quality or value for money.
Throughout our stay the service was very good in all respects – the chef (Julian) even taking the time to apologise for not speaking with us during the evening (we had chosen a busy evening, so this was not surprising)….a mark of the care taken with each guest.

The care taken over the food was also first-rate, so that when our meals arrived after a short wait (all food individually prepared, of course) we found the helpings good, the flavours carefully blended to a satisfying whole and the overall effect very pleasing – the chef and their brigade clearly know exactly what they are doing and do it very well.
There is no doubt that here we had once again found a gem of quality and value, for when the bill came it was very reasonable indeed, given the level of cuisine on offer. We were totally unsurprised to find that many of the other customers were at once recognised as regulars, and thought that were the restaurant closer to our home base we should count ourselves as one of their number.

On the windows of the restaurant we noted the legend ‘Fine Dining’ and for once this certainly was the case. Thus it is that we heartily recommend that you visit Julians and try the cuisine for yourselves – places as good (and as unpretentious) are hard to find so make the most of this opportunity and enjoy!
