Just Jill’s Café, Bishops Castle, Shropshire.
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Recommended.         

Bishops Castle is one of those rarely-found places; scenic, historic but still with character and a good range of shops, albeit small locally owned ones. Passing through the town (though it’s somewhere well worth visiting for itself) we called mid-morning, at a time when a light meal was required.

Normally we might have considered a pub or a larger restaurant, but as it was early in the year (and early-closing day) few were available.

Instead we moved to a small café situated behind the Library and down New Street….Just Jill’s Café. The place is in an extension of another building but is clean, neat and newly decorated, and popular with local people.

When we arrived there were a number of customers all chatting away, so we had a chance to look at the interesting menu of home-made food, all of it good and of very good value. This town has a busy cattle market and on those days we could easily imagine this café as being full of contented local people, all eating substantial meals and enjoying them fully. In a farming area such as this much of the produce used would be of local origin.
We certainly recommend that you try this place for a light meal – we are sure you won’t be disappointed. Then spend a little time looking at the town itself – something you will find well worth the effort.
