Let it be said from the outset, the purpose of many hotels is to provide accommodation rather than high quality food – and this hotel, whilst perfectly adequate in most respects, is a case in point.

Having business in the area we visited for a while and found helpful staff, ample free parking and the usual kind of hotel food. This could be sampled in two main areas; a bar/lounge at two levels near the main entrance or at a restaurant called Sullivan’s Brasserie. During our time in the area we tried both of these, and neither really impressed.

The food in the bar/lounge area was reasonably priced but limited in range and appeal as is the case in most such food – however it was served promptly by helpful staff and in pleasant enough surroundings.
Sullivan’s Brasserie was rather a different matter however, being small, rather cramped and without a greatly different range of fare although the higher prices reflected the title rather than a greater culinary experience.

In both cases the food was perfectly good, well prepared and presented…but the food on its own would be unlikely to tempt potential diners who were in the area away from the other establishments not too far distant.

Would we visit the hotel again (as a hotel)? Certainly. Would we be tempted to forsake other establishments for the quality of the food alone? No.  We include this place in our list as somewhere which you may wish to visit as a hotel which provides food – and which fills a niche in this respect. This explains its location within the ‘On the Road’ section rather than the restaurant review pages – call in, by all means….but don’t expect too much from the restaurant areas.
