Cleethorpes on a less-than-sunny day in the midst of a holiday period was where we visited on this particular tour of the area….but the hotel we visited was a very good one, as was our lunch.

Parking was easy in the hotel’s car park – one passes through a covered area to reach the rear of the building – and access good thereafter. We had called unannounced on a busy day…often a good way to gauge efficiency…and found a warm welcome at a very good hotel.

Greeted by helpful staff we were shown straight to our table in the large dining room (a good thing as the next guests had to wait in a lounge area) and were soon contemplating an interesting menu. Drinks arrived, provided by staff who were clearly busy and so we were able to take in the décor of the room, comfortable and uncluttered and with a grand coastal view.

It was at this point that we noticed that most of the guests were of a certain age and financial background – and were thus likely to be discerning customers, so once again serendipity had come to our aid. Service was a little slow and there was some miscommunication between staff, all understandable in the hustle and bustle of a crowded dining room – but the overall impression was of care, quality and attention to detail.
When our food arrived it was delicious, large in portion, well presented and served, so it didn’t take us long to appreciate this and really do it justice. After a hearty repast we took coffee with some other guests in one of the lounges and we all agreed that we had enjoyed a splendid meal…and would need a long walk on the nearby promenade to fully remove its calorific effects. We did our part in this by offering to hold the coats of those brave spirits who actually ventured out…but no-one felt inclined to take us up on our offer.

This hotel proved to be a really good find in every respect and certainly is the one which we would make for when in the area again – especially as our meals turned out to be of reasonable cost and thus good value for money.

It seems that four generations of the Harris family have run the hotel since about 1926 and the care and quality which they provide is a testament to their skill and acumen. Go there and see for yourselves.
