This is a place well set up to cater for a large range of visitors and tourists who are likely to want to explore the lake (Llyn Brenig) and the area around it. Driving along the main A5 road between Corwen and Betws y Coed the place is well signposted and on arrival parking is easy in the designated car park (at a nominal £1 for all day).

From here access to all the facilities on offer is easy (arrangements for the disabled being very good too), so the café, boating and cycling areas, children’s play area and other entertainments are easy to reach.

This is a place of scenery and activity, so one may make the choice of active or more passive participation and find satisfaction in whichever area one has chosen.
Unsurprisingly, we chose the interesting audio-visual displays within the visitor centre - very informative and well done – and a visit to the café, which was as crowded and as effective as such places often are but which still offered good value for money.

After spending a little time admiring the view (and the energy of others who were exploiting the more extreme activities) we returned to our vehicle and began our stately journey along the lake-front (on the exit road), passing the sailing club areas and sites of special scientific interest on the way.

This is somewhere where a family or an individual can spend a great deal of time in pleasurable activity (or in our case inactivity) without spending a great deal of money – a rarity these days.

Certainly it is well worth a visit and would be time well spent getting to know the area and what it has to offer.
