Recommended by a reader, this restaurant proved to be rather more difficult to classify than we had thought. Given the location it would have been easy to pass the place by and when we found the restaurant – just opposite an inn called the Green Dragon and near to the Mill Lane junction on the edge of Heatley – we noted that a lack of clear signage made identification difficult, the name being displayed only in silver letters (on white) on the restaurant itself. 

Entry to the ample car park (situated behind the restaurant) is via a narrow drive and nearby buildings make any changes here impossible.
It became evident that this was a popular place and that prior booking at peak times would be advised as the small bar/lounge area soon became rather overcrowded with diners awaiting tables, whilst speculative customers had to be politely and reluctantly turned away.

Throughout our stay the staff proved to be both friendly and efficient and so it was not long before we were able to make our choices from the interesting menu and make our way to the table. 
The dining areas were large and nicely set out, with sensible spacing between tables, a homely atmosphere and interesting décor - evidence of care and attention in this, the most important restaurant area. It was also good to see that ramps were provided for access for the disabled – another plus point.
After another short wait our meals arrived and although portions were not overlarge they were not ungenerous, with the food being well presented and tasty. When the time came to pay the bill we were also able to see that they were indeed good value for money – we had certainly been asked to pay more for lesser quality in some larger establishments.
Perhaps this was part of our classification dilemma; for it seems that here we have a restaurant, locally popular and on the cusp of greater success but with potential as yet not fully developed. The food is certainly good and the ambience friendly, accounting for the obvious local reputation. This is certainly a good restaurant and well worth visiting – but not yet the place to travel to for that special occasion – we hope that the potential for the future will be explored to take it on to the next level.
