The Maritime Walk in Torre del Mar is very extensive, as one might expect in a resort area relying on its beach frontage for much tourist attraction, so when walking along one passes many bars and restaurants of all types and qualities.
We visited one of these situated a little way from the main urban area and sited, as the picture shows, next to a car showroom…which did not intrude in any way and simply acted as a landmark on our travels .

After selecting the restaurant – on the strength of the menu on offer – we sat in the shaded alfresco area at the front of the building and soon gave our order to the friendly and helpful Spanish-speaking staff. It wasn’t long before our meals started arriving and it was at once evident that we had made a good choice, with amuse bouche being provided as an introduction to the meal.
Throughout our stay the service was of a high standard and deserving of praise and although there were few other customers we never felt isolated or left out, in spite of language differences.

The food itself was of a high quality and had a number of unique features within the range of house specialities, all of them delicious. When in Spain it is for some an exercise in finding restaurants serving English food (and we did take advantage of some of this) but La Pergola restaurante shows how much one would be missing by taking this course of action with all meals.

This is the sort of place which a degree of serendipity provided for us to try (though we are discerning diners) and we were lucky indeed to find such a good spot.

As with all things, quality does cost money, so the bill was larger than at many places with special offers available, but we felt that we had very good value for money and would certainly visit again.

This is somewhere you should visit when in the area and which forms a perfect stopping-off point when taking a walk along the sea front…for then you will have to walk off the calories which have been pleasurably accumulated at this very good restaurant.
