Large and impressive looking…those were the first impression we got from this interesting hotel, located on the A551 next to Leasowe Golf Club and looking out over Liverpool Bay at the far end of the Wirral Peninsular.

Originally built in 1593 by the Earl of Derby as a home and leisure retreat, the buildings have been much added to and modified over time until the current configuration and use has been reached. Turning off the A551 at the set of traffic lights opposite the hotel drive, one soon reaches the ample parking areas and the hotel itself.

We called in for coffee at an odd time and so have only gained a partial impression of the place as guests were arriving as we left and facilities were being prepared for them during our short stay.

Greeted by reception staff and shown to one of the large bar/lounge areas we were soon seated in comfortable chairs with coffee and biscuits supplied by helpful and efficient staff.
It didn’t take us long to consume these, so we were able to look at some of the hotel’s other features as we made our way out again – and we were quite impressed by the historic influences (like the Star Chamber room), the restaurants and conference centres available.

We were impressed by this hotel and will visit it again (properly) in the near future to assess the facilities properly and learn more of the events staged here – from Murder Mystery evenings to the rather more novel Pole Dancing classes….hopefully not events to be combined.

In the meantime we were left with the feeling that the place was rather under-used and could do with attracting a greater number of clients, something which they are clearly trying hard to do.
