Situated at the edge of the local retail park and next to a hotel, the Liskeard Tavern is one of the Whitbread chain of inns, with all of what that implies, both good and (perhaps) less good.

Parking was easy in the designated car park and we soon made our way in to a typical inn to seek a meal. Greeted by staff, we were told that all the tables in the designated dining room were already booked up in spite of the early hour and so we found a vacant spot in the bar/lounge area. 

We soon selected drinks and food from the typical ‘pub grub’ menu and after a short wait they arrived. These meals were everything they should have been – newly prepared and nourishing – so we soon disposed of them.

It must be stated, however, that throughout our stay none of the staff enquired as to whether all was well….and we found it annoying that many of the ‘pre-booked’ tables in the dining area remained unoccupied throughout our stay. Clearly the staff were not working to maximum effort on the night of our visit and with this in mind we were not encouraged to call again in the next time we passed by.

Despite our less than perfect experience we have decided to include the inn in our list as the food itself was good…and everyone is entitled to have an ‘off’ night from time to time. 
We would recommend (provisionally anyway) that you call here and let us know whether our experience was an exception or the general rule.
