This city centre restaurant has the advantage of an Albert Square location in an old bank building overlooking the grand Manchester Town Hall, together with all the modern conveniences from up-to-date cooking styles to air conditioning.

Even the presentation of the meal is up to date, with simple fish and chips in a class of its own, the large pieces of fish in a cross over pattern on the plate. The menu is extensive and all the food is tasty and well produced, with the crab cake starters striking a particularly good chord. As may be expected in a place such as this the food is imaginatively chosen and flavours carefully compiled, giving a very pleasing overall effect.
Parking is always at a premium in the city centre and on-street parking here is particularly limited – easier, perhaps to factor the quite costly parking at nearby G-Mex into the cost of the meal. That way one would still get good value, though you should be aware that an optional service charge already forms part of the bill and that the customer having to cross it off is not the friendliest way to get a tip. 

Make life simple, Livebait; you are good enough to get the tips anyway.
