Some airports can be very large and intimidating….others smaller and more friendly. Recently, on a trip to Spain, we visited John Lennon airport in Liverpool and found the experience relatively trouble-free.

Having done all the usual check-in things and passed through security, we found that we had quite a lot of time to kill and so wandered through the shops etc and looked at eating places where we might get a snack.

There were many of these, usually the same character of fast food establishment where drinks of all sorts and limited menus were available. We selected one such place on the higher level and with large windows giving panoramic views of the aircraft handling areas.
Seating was comfortable and the self-service area staffed by hardworking people who did not hurry us through our simple snacks…nor afterward as we looked t magazines etc.

The food we had was not really worthy of note, being fuel rather than true food, but the coffees were large and impressive, so all in all it was well worth the money we paid.
