Rarely…all too rarely these days…..we find a true hidden gem – and this is one. Located in the midst of very pretty countryside and next to a canal on the Cheshire Ring, Lyme Breeze is a real find for all sorts of reasons.

This is somewhere we would not have found without the help of friends who live not far away (so thanks, Brian and Sylvia) and who guided us through the country lanes to the correct location – so it is wise to look up the directions on the internet and jot them down before setting off…it will certainly be worth the trouble in every way.

As may be seen from the picture above Lyme Breeze is set back from the road and has its own car park area, so it was easy to drive in away from the narrow country lane. The low building has very good access for all, including the disabled, and everyone is made welcome by the friendly family staff that run the enterprise. There is an outdoor terrace area for those who want to dine al fresco, and inside there is a small café and larger dining area, each set out with simplicity and care, very fitting in such rural surroundings.
After finding a table and giving our orders our drinks arrived promptly (this was all we required after a lunch elsewhere) and we had some time to peruse the menu. This was limited but interesting - more or less what one might expect save in one important feature – the prices were very low for the type and quality of home cooked food on offer.

Although it was towards the end of the day the place was still very busy showing that its reputation is now becoming more well known, but it was typical of the staff that when we asked if the car park would remain open so that we could take a short stroll along the nearby canal they readily agreed…no doubt delaying their own departure but winning customers for the future and showing their quality once more.
With such attributes, such good old-fashioned courtesy and such value for money there is no doubt that we shall be back soon – and we would advise you all to give a visit to Lyme Breeze a very high priority.
