Situated in an area of outstanding natural beauty and with magnificent views just nearby, the Malvern Hills Hotel is off to a good start. With the Iron Age fort of British Camp just over the road it is always going to be busy and have to cater to large numbers of tourists rather than too many locals. It comes as no surprise therefore, that whilst everything is done well and as it should be there is little scope for real gourmet food and that good quality ‘pub grub’ is the order of the day…and none the worse for that.

We called on a typically busy day and found the traditional interior of the lounge to be pleasing and the staff to be attentive and helpful, swiftly taking our drinks orders and providing the bill of fare. Sadly, the restaurant areas were already booked up, so a meal in the lounge resulted…no bad thing in itself.
The choices were made quickly and the meals arrived promptly, clearly made with fresh local produce and presented well, though of a limited range and of a sort one would expect from a good inn almost anywhere.

Truth to tell, we were really a little disappointed at this, though there was nothing really amiss – but the website of the hotel had led us to expect rather better and we felt a little deflated.

Nonetheless this is a good place to visit and we shall call again – this time taking the trouble to book well in advance and thus getting the full dining experience – then we shall perhaps revise our opinions.
