There should be no doubt about where this restaurant is – Lytham is the one with the windmill, St Annes is the one with the Pier – that’s how I differentiate them on this part of the Lancashire coast next to nearby Blackpool. St Annes is also further north and nearest to Blackpool, but it’s a very different type of resort and has a much different character. The Margherita Italian restaurant is on the central thoroughfare of the town and quite easy to find.
As the name implies it is an authentic Italian restaurant and the food you get here is the genuine article. Sited where it is it faces a fair amount of competition and the fact that it is doing well is its own recommendation. Whenever we’ve called in for a meal it hasn’t been too crowded, but it is popular, so summers evenings might require a prior booking arrangement.

There is quite a range of Italian food on offer, all of it well prepared and presented, with something for every taste and pocket. Helpings are quite large, and the menu is well balanced to allow no-one to leave hungry. Prices are reasonable and you get good value for money.

There are few difficulties, though parking nearby may be a problem- however a holiday resort like this obviously has ample spaces in the near area and a little walk adds to the appetite.
When you’ve finished your meal take a stroll to the Promenade or the beach, or walk along the pier. Whether the tide is in or (sometimes a long way) out the sea air is bracing and should be enjoyed.
