Driving towards Barmouth (Abermaw) and the coast at lunchtime recently, we were whizzing along (driven partly by hunger) when we espied a small notice board next to what appeared to be a farm house…on a bend. Much to the annoyance of the driver of a vehicle we had just overtaken, we took the first opportunity to turn the car and go back – and it was certainly the correct decision!

Following direction signs we parked in the designated car park below the restaurant itself and moved up to the modern building shown in the picture above. As soon as we entered it was at once obvious that this was a place of quality, with a comfortable bar/lounge area downstairs and quite a large restaurant upstairs….this benefiting from grand views of Cader Idris and the local mountains.

Greeted by friendly and efficient staff we were soon provided with drinks and an interesting menu, so after a short wait we were conducted to our table in the equally comfortable restaurant area. We made our selections from the menu and as we waited for the food to be individually prepared we looked around at the quality modern décor of the room and out at the grand views.

When the food arrived it was very good indeed, with good helpings of very tasty produce, much of it local and it was evident that the chef and their brigade really knew what they were doing. When we later spoke with staff we were unsurprised to find that the restaurant was usually very busy – especially as we know that there are not too many places of such quality nearby.
Of course quality never comes cheap, but we thought that the bill was reasonable and were sure that we had obtained value for money – the only true measure to apply here.

As we made our way down to Barmouth and thence to Harlech and beyond we mused that we would certainly return and that we would highly recommend this restaurant – though with the caveat that booking in advance would be a good precaution, especially in the appropriate seasons.

Watch out for this place when driving in the area – or better yet look at the website directions before setting out – and have fun!
