Mevagissey – small, scenic and delightful

Looking at the map and finding scenic areas is not difficult in Cornwall, but with many to choose from we found that we had picked one of the best.
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Here the work of the harbour
carries on — tourists are
tolerated, even welcomed -
but nothing stops the pull of
the sea..

The inner harbour is little
different, with few pleasure
craft, the boats being mainly
engaged in fishing of various
kinds, with the landing sheds
shown at the right of the
picture.
