Driving through the Lake District in the pouring rain is rather an acquired taste – although the name ‘Lake District’ does give one notice of such things – so when we had passed Ullswater and braved the Kirkstone Pass we gave ourselves a treat…coffee at Miller Howe.

This select and rather special hotel and restaurant is set in some five and a half acres of grounds which slope down to Lake Windermere and the elevated location of the hotel offers a very scenic prospect, even on a rainy day.

Parking is straightforward in the ample car park (it is not a large hotel so needs no more) and we admired the view from the terrace as we made our way to the front door.

Greeted at once by helpful and unobtrusive staff we made our needs known and were shown to a comfortable lounge area from which we could view the lake whilst enjoying our coffee and a small repast. This arrived promptly and we were soon able to relax and soak up the calm atmosphere of this luxury hotel.

As might be expected in such a place the food itself was individually produced and delicious, with real care being taken in even such a simple meal.
We shall visit again for a fuller dining experience so look out for the appropriate review, but suffice it to say that for a modest outlay we came away feeling sated and pampered after even a short stay.
