Borth y Gest is one of those pretty and less-well-known spots, just a few miles from the popular (and thus very busy) resort of Porthmadog in North Wales. The place is small, usually quiet and with a very scenic bay and nearby beach area which makes it just the right for holidaymakers who don’t want the hustle and bustle of the nearby town.

Finding the place is quite easy as it is well signposted from Porthmadog and once there parking is quite easy too in the adequate free car park near the bay. When we arrived we looked at the scenery, took in the small shop and the nearby houses…and then made for the Moorings for lunch.

Perched a little way up the hill from the bay itself, the Moorings offers great views, very good food and friendly and efficient service – and all at a reasonable cost. It is no wonder, then, that when we arrived the place was busy, with the al fresco terrace area fully occupied as were the tables overlooking the harbour. We settled for a table at the back of the main dining room – and since this room was not very large we were still able to glimpse sea views.
Service was quite rapid given the busy time of day and we soon selected our meals from an interesting and varied menu which included much fresh local produce. The wait allowed us time to examine the comfortable but functional interior and to note that the other customers (mainly family parties) were clearly having a good time.

When the food arrived we found that it was very tasty and well presented, so clearly the chef and their brigade knew exactly what they were doing and deserved praise for their efforts. It didn’t take long for us to dispose of our meals and it was at that point that we found the bill to be very reasonable for the quality on offer in all respects.

Certainly we recommend that you visit Borth y Gest – and when you do you really should take in a meal at the Moorings…but it is justifiably very popular, so ring up and book in advance…or you may not be as lucky as we were. After our repast we decided that a walk was needed and so visited the harbour and the surrounding beaches, looking at the beautiful scenery and reflecting on the calmness of the area.
Go there. Make a detour if necessary, but do visit Borth and you’ll see for yourselves.
