Moreton Corbet Church – peace and splendour in Shropshire

Driving through the area recently we came upon the sign for Moreton Corbet Castle – just off the A49 in Shropshire – and although we had visited this quiet ruin before we were drawn back to look this time at the church nearby.
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Historic and spectacular —
those are the terms best
used to describe this
ancient place of worship in
quiet rural Shropshire.
Few know of it or visit —
but it is somewhere that
you really should not miss.

The interior contains all one
would wish — ancient tombs
in ali their glory, tales of the
Corbet family who were the
lords of the area, and an
atmosphere of peace and
tranquillity in contrast to the
violent history of area
nearby in Civil War times.

Old churches often have
much to commend them,
but this one has more than
most and is well worth a
detour and a visit if you
are in the area.





The Corbet family who are associated with both church and castle have a long and illustrious history in the area and still own the castle, though it is maintained by the National Heritage group. Supporters of Charles I at the time of the Civil War, the castle was taken by a trick and then burned down…but the church gives a splendid insight into those times and is still in use today.

In finding out more about the place we came upon the website of the Orb Whisperers….who apparently often visit the area and have all sorts of exciting paranormal experiences….and we suppose it could be that sort of a place, certainly the setting would lend itself to such things.
