Mr Bun The Baker, Church Stretton, Shropshire

Church Stretton is a pretty little town situated on the A49 road between Shrewsbury and Ludlow in Shropshire and in an area of outstanding scenery. The café we chose for our meal is to be found on the main street of the town, easy to see when entering a strange area.
Pausing for a late snack during a longer journey we did not wish to try the known delights of the Longmynd Hotel (see elsewhere on this site for details), but rather wished a simpler meal. The name of the establishment we chose does tend to give the game away, it being a café which is part of the main bakery within the town.

The dining area was both clean and well looked after, with helpful staff giving an unobtrusive ‘waitress’ service whilst others dealt with the demands of a clearly popular shop. The tables were well spaced out and the mostly local customers obviously treated the café as an extension of home, with an easy informality adding to the atmosphere.

We chose simple meals which were well cooked and arrived within a short space of time – though clearly lots of local produce was in evidence in this predominantly farming area.

Service was good and the price very reasonable, and while this was clearly not somewhere for special celebrations it performed its allotted role very well indeed.

There are several such cafes and eating places in this town – being on a major routeway and so close to scenic areas this is hardly surprising – and this is one which is well worth a visit…indeed a group of cyclists and another group of walkers called for take-away provisions as we ate.

When passing through the area call in here and then take advantage of the delights offered by both the town and the scenery nearby…and if you are really lucky you might catch one of the carnivals or local celebrations which abound in such rural areas or perhaps you might like to visit some of the historic houses nearby.
