In the middle of a maze of streets in Higher Buxton, not far from the market is Nat's Kitchen, a relative newcomer. Parking is available either at the paid car park across the road or one may use on-street parking in the area around this restaurant which is situated on a street corner.
Our researcher selected "The Works", a breakfast that has a twist - with two pieces of streaky and back bacon, sausages, mushrooms, tomatoes, beans and black pudding which, together with eggs of your choice, are served on a Derbyshire Oatcake. This meal also comes with a wedge of toast and a brew. 

 The service was relatively good, the coffee arrived soon after it was ordered and after a short wait of about 20 minutes a large plate appeared laden with food of many flavours and textures. 

The slightly crisp smoked bacon together with the seasoned sausage and black pudding were a contrast to the runny eggs and slightly sharp tomato flavours, but the flat mushrooms and beans (also in tomato sauce) added a little to the flavours. Immersed beneath was the oatcake which was not highly flavoured but still retained some of its texture nevertheless. Brown sauce came on request.

The décor inside the restaurant contains some interesting pictures of different styles and large lamp holders from times gone by which give it a certain period charm, however, the background music is not to every ones taste.

Breakfasts that are available from 10-00am are for late risers but this one is worth the wait for those who get up early or those who are travelling through the area.
 Saturday mornings are popular as is trade during the summer months…and we are not surprised as this restaurant offers good value for money and is thus a worthy addition to our list.
