You really have to know this place is there. From the road it just looks like a pub which has seen better days, but it is undergoing a rebirth and is on the way up. Traditional décor is retained and floor surfaces are a little uneven, but remember this is an old and historic building, even allowing for its size. 

Not too far from Oswestry and on the banks of the Montgomery Canal, a lot of work has clearly gone into this Inn so far, with more to come.

Calling in when passing I was fascinated to find the place peopled by those who clearly could afford good food and who wouldn’t mind paying for it. Also there were a number of locals and in the right season the canal traffic alone would make this a busy place.

The menu was interesting and the prices very reasonable for the light meal I had – some of the evening menu would cost substantially more, and would need to be tasted before a further recommendation was made, however.
The staff were very helpful, if a little overworked, but the ‘county’ conversation which abounded was of interest in itself whilst I waited for my food to be prepared.

After a good meal there was time to explore the canal and the surrounding countryside, and speculate on when I might call again.

If you’re looking for originality and good food, try here, before the place becomes too popular.
