‘Stryke Dekyn ye Deil’s in ye Hempe ’ – that’s what it says about Netherwood in a stained glass window in the Parish Church at nearby Lindale–in–Cartmel….and it’s a fascinating tale…..but if you want to know more you’ll have to look it up on websites or visit Netherwood itself….it will certainly be well worth your trouble.
Built as a Victorian Manor House and retaining all of its period charm now married to modern convenience (such as an air-conditioned dining room with grand views over Morecambe Bay), Netherwood is a place to savour. Driving into Grange-over-Sands along the Lindale Road, one sweeps up the drive to ample parking areas and sight of the magnificent frontage of the hotel.
The Fallowfield family bought the hotel in 1966 and it has remained under their management until today – and a close personal touch is retained, the owners playing a very full part in the running of the hotel.

No surprise, then, to be greeted by a member of the family and other attentive staff members on our arrival, nor to find that our wishes were anticipated and then dealt with promptly.

As might be expected in such a place, the hotel itself is worth a visit for its architecture, history and décor – but we were there for lunch, so had other priorities. Seated in a comfortable lounge area we soon made our selections from an interesting menu and were supplied with drinks by efficient staff. After a short wait which gave us time to admire the room (suitably decorated for the season) we were shown into the dining area and given a choice of tables where we could look at the scenery whilst enjoying our meals.

The food itself was of a very high standard and in keeping with the rest of the establishment, with individual tastes blending into a harmonious whole. Helpings were generous with presentation and service being very good throughout, everything being tailored to making our meals both memorable and satisfying.

It was when we came to pay for our lunch that we had another pleasant surprise – given the whole experience the cost was relatively low and the value for money very good indeed. This then is certainly somewhere to add to your list of places of real quality which are well worth a visit…and one to which we shall be returning when in the area.
And as for the quotation at the start of this piece….it has to do with historic tales of grim humour and tragedy….but you should visit Netherwood and find out for yourselves!
