This is a traditional inn with all of the good qualities which that implies. It also has the benefit of being situated just a few hundred yards from a major brewery, so not only is the food of good quality, but the ale is too.

As can be seen from the picture, the inn is situated at a crossroads, with one of the minor roads leading from a turn-off near the main Preston M6 motorway junction. This isn’t the reason for the tavern’s popularity, however, that’s both more basic and more rewarding.
Halting in the car park behind the tavern, one enters the traditional interior and the tone is set immediately by the friendly and helpful staff. Yes, there is a bar area complete with dartboard (clearly well used), but there is also a reasonably sized dining area which is comfortably appointed.

The menu is good but not too large – however, the food is home-cooked and of very good quality and very good value. If you want a good old-fashioned, tasty meal, this is the place to visit, as the many customers (on all of our varied visit days and times) can confirm.

After placing your order there is a short wait which allows one to soak up the atmosphere of the place, then your meal satisfies the rest. This is well worth a little detour from the main A59 Preston to Blackburn road to find – and once found you’ll want to call again.

After the meal you have the choice of continuing your journey to one of the nearby cities or exploring the Lancashire countryside…but either way you’ll be well fed.
