Situated on the main street of the pretty (and sometimes quite busy) market town of Tarporley in Cheshire, the No 6 Coffee shop is clearly a favourite with the locals…and when we looked in it became obvious why this is so.

Parking in Tarporley is always a bit of a problem, as the main street does not have many spaces….but the public car park behind the Rising Sun Inn is quite large and there are other car parks not far away.

Walking through this town is certainly no hardship, as the range of shops shows the type of place it is, there being specialist chocolate shops (the Old Fire Station), quality bakers and butchers etc…and even a Saturday market of local produce which we noted on the day we called.

The Coffee shop itself was comfortably furnished in a functional style and offered a wide range of coffees, teas, light snacks and home-made speciality cakes etc – all at reasonable prices. We settled for both tea and coffee and for light snacks and these were delivered after a short wait, proving to be tasty. Throughout, the waitress service was rapid and efficient – and on the day of our visit the staff were indeed put to the test by the number of customers and their requirements.

We can heartily recommend this place to those in need of refreshment and looking for more than just the mass-produced experience. Of course one might pay a little more, but the quality product is worth it….and the plethora of happy customers we saw seems to prove the point.
