It was the first sunny day for a while but still chilly, so we took advantage of the lack of crowds and visited the Blackpool coastline. Once there we passed through the resort and kept on going until we reached Fleetwood, a place that’s sometimes overlooked.

Having watched the docking of a large ship and seen the sights we found it was lunchtime and gravitated to the largest hotel on the seafront. The menu was inviting, as well as being very reasonably priced so we went into the imposing lounge area and were directed to the restaurant.

The hotel is obviously a place of quality, with uniformed, helpful staff and interesting décor (although some of it had seen better days)…and because of the hour, we were the first guests.

We made our choice and were promptly served, and it’s here that the difficulties begin. The food was good, there’s no doubt of that, and well worth the money, but it didn’t quite match up to the surroundings, lacking that extra something that this sort of hotel often provides.
That’s the reason for the rating given – normally we would expect a higher recommendation – but we speak as we find. It could well be that this day was an exception, as indicated by other comments we’ve read since, and it vindicates the rule of several visits before a final judgement is made.

Certainly it’s a place we’ll go again and it looks to be an impressive place to stay, but no final recommendation until after a dinner, perhaps, to gain a fuller insight into the Hotel and its restaurant.

In the meantime give it a try and tell us what you think – you’ll certainly get value for money at least, and probably a lot more than that.
