Not all of the restaurants we visit are in the countryside; some are in the leafy suburbs of cities or in other such areas. Thus it is with Olivers, situated on the corner of a busy major road in Woodford, on the outskirts of Manchester. 
Pulling into the ample car park it was clear that we were visiting a well-established and well regarded restaurant. The interior décor was modern and clearly a lot of money had been spent to produce a comfortable but modern ambience – even to the installation of air conditioning for the (sadly occasional) hot summers.

There was a small bar area, but most of the deceptively large room was a dining area, carefully and pleasantly furnished. There were other facilities, including a conference area upstairs should they be required, (perhaps by executives visiting the Woodford Aerospace factory nearby), but we remained happy in our downstairs location.
We had been met by helpful and efficient staff and were soon seated with drinks at our table and making our choices from an interesting menu. It was obvious at once that all the food would be individually prepared, with no use of microwave or similar facilities…and so it proved to be.

The meals certainly lived up to our first impressions, being tasty and with individual flavours which blended well into a satisfying whole. Portions were pleasingly large and our impression was that no-one would leave this restaurant hungry and that one visit would soon lead to another.
All of this came at very reasonable prices – so it was no wonder that booking is advisable at busy times like evenings and weekends…the local people clearly are discerning and know when they have found something good.

Certainly we would recommend that you visit this first-class restaurant…and then you might like to do as we did next. 
We drove down the lane (a cul de sac) right next to the restaurant and along the perimeter of Woodford Airfield, still in use by British Aerospace and the home of an Avro Vulcan bomber – now sadly waiting to be scrapped or made airworthy, depending on the availability of funds. Reaching the Aerospace Golf Club we had to turn about and retrace our steps, regaining the main road near the restaurant.
In all, a very pleasant excursion and proof that good things may be found in unlikely locations – if you know where to look!
