Travelling just off the A483 and along theA5156 outside of Wrexham, we came upon a large sign saying ‘The Flash’…….and never declining a quick flash we drove down that road. The Flash itself proved to be a charming lake area (as we had expected) complete with ducks, swans and a boating area, all very scenic and as mentioned elsewhere on this site. It was as we were leaving that we noticed the pub sign, not too prominently displayed and so we investigated and found this hidden gem.

We have long been fans of the Brunning and Price group and this is certainly one of the jewels in its crown – as evidenced by the fact that it was quite quiet when we arrived at about midday but full to bursting by 12:30pm…so its reputation locally must be first rate…and quite right too. Parking was easy in the large car park and as is usual with this group the staff were helpful and efficient.
This inn has an interesting history, large gardens, a discrete play area etc….in fact it has it all and it has style to match. The rooms are spacious and well decorated in the usual manner, with book – lined walls and a large conservatory dining area which gave a good view of the gardens and a nearby lake.

The menu was as in the other group restaurants, with a wide choice of tasty and reasonably priced food, so we soon made our choices and thoroughly enjoyed our meals.

We would certainly recommend that you visit this establishment as it represents good value in all areas – food, history, scenery and not least good service at a good price.
