Do not be put off by an empty pick-up truck parked next door; this restaurant is a must for all Indian food lovers. One can tell when a chef prepared food to his or her best average; this restaurant will lift the winning bar in your mind. This chef prepares the food with passion; it is absolutely the best Indian food I have eaten. No added colour, no extra curry powder to give it more appeal to the diner with over worked taste buds, this food is as close to real India as you will find on these shores.
 I am Henry Tudor, I know I should not give up my identity on this secretdiner website, but then it is not my real identity. I am a professional Actor and so travel far and wide in my chosen profession. Eating in Restaurants is a normal affair to me, and, as the owner of this website tells me, Food not fuel! I know my food and my favourite food is fish, so when I was taken to this restaurant in the village of Ewell by the curator of Bourne Hall during the Nonsuch Palace celebrations, I was taken aback somewhat.
