Patisserie, Town Square, Guines, Pas de Calais, France
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Provisionally Recommended.   

Guines is in many ways typical of a small French town, with its central square, narrow streets (some cobbled) and plethora of small shops and cafes. Whilst passing through we paused to look at the sights and to partake of some excellent cakes from the patisserie in the corner of the town square.

This was quite a popular place with locals, including the students from the college on the other side of the square…and it was soon clear why this was so. In addition to the food being very well made it was clear that it was very good value for money in all respects.
