You have to be prepared to take a trip to visit this restaurant, tucked away in secluded gardens near Pwllheli in North Wales – but it’s certainly worth it. A Georgian Manor House which has now become a restaurant with rooms, the staff at Plas Bodegroes take the time and have the skills to make a memorable impression.

Having followed the clear directions given by the website we found that parking was simple in the private grounds. The interior is as one might expect of such a place, being comfortably furnished and with staff who made sure that the welcome is warm. After a short spell in one of the lounge areas where we made our choices from a rather limited lunch menu, we were shown through to a pleasant dining area which had interesting views over the extensive gardens.
When our meals arrived they were clearly of a high standard of both taste and preparation, though we were a little surprised to see that the main course was served as a complete item rather than with individual containers for each component vegetable etc. This did not detract from our overall enjoyment, however, and it wasn’t long before our plates were clean and we were ready for the next course. 

Certainly a ‘more standard’ Sunday lunch was not the best way to gauge the culinary skills of the chef and their brigade – though it should be said that both starter and dessert showed much flair and talent. We have no doubt that an evening meal would show Plas Bodegroes to best advantage…and based upon our experience we would welcome the opportunity to have this confirmed.

This, then, is certainly a place with a justified reputation for quality and is somewhere we shall visit again – and we would without hesitation recommend that you make the trip and visit too.

After our meal we made our way along the coast, visiting places such as Abersoch and Criccieth, beloved of the ‘Cheshire set’ of boating enthusiasts and enjoying the coastal views and relative seclusion of an autumn evening.

Make the trip…go there….enjoy the food…..it will be worth the trouble.
